Of late I have been thinking that the lovely Crystal should all ow me 

to call these writings òMy Point and I Do Have Oneó.  This month I 

am kind of riled and this is good - for me at least.  You all may find 

me to be a bit tiresome.  Since I am riled that means a little 

foaming at the mouth and the fr ee foam of ideas.  Less struggling 

to come up with a worthy idea and more just ranting ð ranting about 

the situation as I see it.  

 

Itõs time for us pagans to put on our big girl (and big boy) panties 

and start strengthening our community.  Community.  I do  not speak 

of the loose collection of this pagan blog you read or that forum 

whose threads you follow or Witchvox.  I donõt even mean this 

newsletter.  I am talking about boots on the ground local 

community.  Let õs take a page from the 100 -mile diet and ag ree that 

I am talking about the 100 -mile community.  

 

We are living in an impersonal and individualized world.  We no 

longer live in small villages or towns.  35 years ago we probably had 

close relationships with everyone who lived on our street.  Even 

now, when I think about my childhood home I can go up and down 

the street and tell you who lived in each house.  I could also tell you 

some pertinent facts about each and every family.  My knowledge 

of my current street ends with the people on either side of u s.  And 

that is on a street with houses.  And I only know their first names.  

How much less likely would I be to know my neighbours if I lived in 

a high-rise apartment building?  Our world is going to get smaller 

over the coming 50 years.  Oil is running o ut and distances are going 

to loom large again.  We are going to need to nurture the community 

that grows around us and build relationships locally.  

 

Perhaps we need an interfaith council just for ourselves.  Seriously.  

It is time to stop squabbling about  the òrightó way to cast a circle 

and instead focus on seeing ourselves in each other.  Instead of 

scratching a line in the sand over and over again can we not find 

some common ground?  We are going to need to let go of ego.  We 

are going to have to do our  best to set aside some of our own needs 

in order to prioritize the needs of others.  How many times have we 

seen attempts to organize met with crankiness, sabotage, and 

disinterest??  Individuals get pissed that things arenõt going the 

way they  think they  should be.  These things donõt even necessarily 

happen on a conscious level but regardless we have to get over it.  

Yes ð within our individualized world we are members of a faith 

that values personal expression.    Even within our closest faith 

groups people may feel and think differently about varying aspects 

of pagan life.  Not every choice has to be a live or die battle to the 

death over theology.  Regardless of actual practice we are united in 

our love of the Ancient Ones.  

    

I attended a funeral las t month.  I want to know where our square 

ladies are.  After the funeral there was a reception with a table 

spread with sandwiches, fruit, crackers, and squares.  All this was 

provided for by the mysterious square ladies.  These helpful elves 

came together  to support  - practically support ð the family whose 

matriarch had died.  I doubt if there was a dustup in the kitchen 

over whether the gospel of Matthew was more authentic than the 

Gospel of Luke.  Instead this was love laid out in the form of food.  

Dur ing the service the priest was talking about how each week the 

woman who had died (who had been bedridden the past few years) 

had gotten a tape of the weekly mass.  I was in awe.  I remember 

thinking that this community had gotten their act together enough   

 

 

 

 

to tape the service each week and then ensured that those who 

needed the tapes got them.  Week in and week out.  Faith in action.  

 

The really tricky part of community is that it includes everyone.  

Everyone.  Not just the cool kids.  Unity is at the  heart of any 

commUNITY .  Yes, I have just revealed myself as a hack.  

Community has to be a web of interconnection woven amongst all. It 

comes into being through the interdependence and reliance upon a 

variety of people.  If I am going to be there for the  community I 

must be there for the entire community.  When Capitan Egomaniac 

posts yet again about his accomplishments and what heõs done for 

us lately I will again roll my eyes.  Rolling my eyes is really going to 

be necessary.  When he needs a hand becau se he has a flat tire I 

am going to have to let go of the eye rolling and look past the fact 

that the guy drives me crazy.  Instead I will have to figure out the 

best way to drive to where he is with his flat so that I can help him 

change it.  I am going t o have to try harder though if I am to have 

any chance of making my community a vibrant and alive.  

 

A living breathing healthy and vibrant community doesnõt just 

happen overnight.  It will find its own shape.  One on one 

relationship is the first strand of  the web that will form our 

community.  The web needs to be built piece by piece.  With real 

world, in the flesh communion between people.  That is how those 

strange fish -catching spiders catch their fish.  With a multi -strand 

web woven over time. Then, in  moments of real crisis it will be 

strong enough to withstand the stress and strain.  Several years 

ago I ended up in the hospital for a week.  My partner was away in 

Russia of all places and I was pretty much on my own.  What I 

needed most of all was ð nope not a chaplain ð what I needed was 

someone to drive out to my house and get me some damn underwear.  

Community is quiet strength.  It is at its best when 1 person knows 

of someone with a problem that needs a solution and just acts on it.  

We arenõt organized religion.  Weõre disorganized religion.  But we 

can adopt some of the ways of organized religion to bring us 

together.  Maybe instead of those puerile Team Sullen t -shirts we 

need some Team Pagan t-shirts.        

 

There is a feeling of soul peace tha t comes from being free to be 

your deepest self.  Despite our differences (be we Kemetic, 

Shaman, Reclaiming, Druid, etc, etc) we have a shared knowledge of 

what it is to be touched by the mystery that is the Ancient and 

Shining Ones.  I remember the first  time I got to chat with 

someone else who was pagan.  There was a profoundness of shared 

experience that formed the basis for what is one of my most 

beloved friendships.  By choice or by chance I am on the periphery 

of my local community.  Perhaps the chal lenge for myself this 

coming month will be to stop reading The Gods Are Bored, shut 

down the computer and see if one of the people I know in the local 

community wants to go for a coffee.  We arenõt borrowing cups of 

sugar across the fence anymore.  But how  hard can it be to have a 

cup of coffee?

Greetings from the new monthly column: Reflections of Her. A little 
corner to enter into t he specific space of a certain face of the 
Goddess. A place to explore the specific dimension of a certain 
reflection of the Divine Feminine. May you find your own reflections 
here as well.  
 

LILITH  

Culture: Sumero -Babylonian 

Domain: Freedom, Shadow, Sexual ity  

Aspect: Maiden  

Symbol: Snake, Dark Moon, Owl  

 

She is nasty, this child -killing, hairy -legged demoness. Terrifying men, 

women and children for a couple of thousand years. So much so that 

special incantation bowls were made to protect households against her, 

women were warned not to leave their husbands or children alone in a 

house in case she came and prayer circles inscribed with angelsõ names 

were drawn around cribs. She is mentioned only once in the Old 

Testament (and that, a later addition in order t o fix up an 

inconsistency) and yet - what a lot of power she held to terrify! What 

exactly is her story?  

 

If anyone has heard, even glancingly of Lilith, it would be in this 

context: that the Book of Genesis states that God made a man and 

woman out of eart h. (Genesis I:27 òSo God created man in His own 
image, male and female He created them.ó) Not a woman created 

from Adamõs rib, but both created at the same time. Later in Genesis, 

Eve makes her appearance (Genesis II: 18 òAnd Yahweh said, ôIt is 
not good f or Adam to be alone. I will make a fitting  helper for 
himó, Genesis II: 22 òAnd Yahweh fashioned the rib that He had 
taken from the man into a woman and He brought her to the man.ó) 

 

Around 500 - 600 C.E., the rabbinical scholars who sought to see the 

Holy Word as the Truth without contradiction or loopholes, began to 

have difficulty with these passages. Engaged in a learned pursuit called 

òMidrashó (meaning òto root out or investigateó), they attempted to 

resolve the discrepancy in Genesis by trying to fil l in gaps. Even looking 

to similarities of words to find connections with other stories that may 

make the passages resolve. It seemed clear that Genesis was talking 

about 2 different women and so the rabbis of the time looked back 

through past biblical wri tings, settling on the Book of Isaiah which had a 

story of a woman who seemed to fit: Lilith.  

 

The Book of Isaiah is a book of prophecy written about 742 - 701 B.C.E. 

by the Prophet Isaiah. Much of the Book of Isaiah is involved with 

encouraging Godõs people to avoid those who worship other deities and 

to express Godõs anger at the destruction of Jerusalem in 587 B.C.E. by 

those  

aforementioned foreigners. It is in describing the resulting desolation 

of the land that Lilith appears. (Isaiah 34: 14 òThe land shall become 
burning pitch. Thorns shall grow over its strongholds. It shall be the 
haunt of jackals. There too the lilith shall repose and find herself a 
resting place.ó) 

 

 

 

It was known that the Book of Isaiah was referring to a Sumero -

Babylonian female figure. It is suspected that the figure in question was 

so familiar in those times as to not need further elaboration. The òlilithó 

in question appears to be the Sumerian wind demon. There is a 

reference to a lilith in the Babylonian Epic of Gilgamesh . There are many 

versions of this epic story of a possible ancient king, found written on 

clay tablets dating between 2150 - 1000 B.C.E. Interestingly (in light of 

the biblical explanation that was to evolve), the part that seems to 

concern Lilith has to do with a demanding sexual partner, but it is the 

Goddess Inanna rather than Lilith who is making the demands. The story  

 

goes that Gilgamesh (the great Babylonian king) wanted to have sex with 

Inanna but she refused. In some versions she out and out refuses . In 

others she promises to have sex with Gilgamesh if he can complete a 

task. Regardless, at some point a sacred tree is cut down which has 3 

beings in it: a bird, a snake and Lilith, the handmaiden of Inanna,  in the 

centre in a house which she built. Wh en the tree is cut down on these 

beings have to flee. Lilith is said to have fled to the desert.  

 

The scholarly rabbis from the 7 th  century C.E. seem to have grasped 

this image of Lilith, combining the 3 beings into 1: a being with long 

flowing hair, wings  and talons like a bird and even (later in history) being 

imaged with a snakeõs body. 

 

It is from this time that Lilith transforms from being the wind demon 

of the past into the terrible sexually threatening being that held mythic 

imagination up until the 20 th  century. In a book known as  The Alphabet 
of Ben Sira containing 22 episodes (to correspond to the 22 letters of 

the Hebrew alphabet) the story of Adam and Lilith became fleshed out.  

 

From this point on, Lilith truly gained ground as being a terrible beast 

who kills children in their cribs, has poison instead of milk in her breasts 

and will steal the seed of men while they sleep. Several hundred years 

after The Alphabet of Ben Sira , the book that forms the basis of 

kabbalistic inquiry known as the Zohar , took her evilness to a new low. 

Though it expanded somewhat on the previous notion (added a further 

atrocity that Lilith actually uttered the name of God, Yod He Vau He in 

order to leave for the Red Sea which harkens to the story of Isis 

learning and using the name of Ra to gain power over him), the main 

addition to the Lilith story was to partner her with the male 

personification of evil named as either Samuel or Asmodeus. This 

resulted in the somewhat confusing explanation that there were actually 

2 Li liths. The great Lilith, spouse of Samuel and the little Lilith, spouse 

of Asmodeus. Regardless of whether there were one or two, Lilith 

coupled with the male personification of evil made for a truly nasty 

piece of work.  



Lilithõs myth grew through the centuries to create the image of a 

creature who was outside the realm of Divine grace, who actively defied 

and insulted God and worked viciously to destroy the children of man 

who were Godõs people. But, was it all a mistake of translation? It is 

from the Sum ero-Babylonian stories of Lilith that some hint of what she 

became mythologically is derived. About 4000 B.C.E. there were 

references to òlilituó in Sumer, referring to wind or storm demons. This 

follows through with the Sumerian word òliló meaning òairó. There was a 

well-known (for the times) Goddess of Sumer named òNinliló which 

literally translated as òLady Airó. But the proto-Semitic language (or 

ancient Hebrew) had the word òlyló which translated as ònightó. There 

were also, in ancient Babylonia, the òlilituó who appeared to men in erotic 

dreams. Interestingly, they were balanced by the stories of the 

Babylonian Gilgameshõs father, named òLilluó who was said to disturb the 

sleep of women. It is not a stretch to see how the meanings such as 

ònightó and òairó coupled with stories of creatures who interrupted the 

sleep through sexual visions could end up, over time, coalescing into the 

myth of a night demon who preys on men and children. Particularly if 

this comes at a time when sexuality is beginning to be  quite regulated 

and rule -oriented and fears over child mortality rates are fairly high.  

 

It has been a long time coming, but in recent years Lilith has been going 

through a change in mythological persona. Largely in response to the 

revisiting and reclaimi ng that has been the result of the 20 th  century 

Jungian analytical psychology movement and the womenõs movement, the 

more demonic aspects of Lilith have been left by the wayside. Rather 

than be seen as a monster, she is seen as our Shadow side, everything 

that our society frowns upon, but that needs to be acknowledged, 

embraced and accepted in a healthy way in order to avoid causing chaos 

and destruction in our lives. She is seen as the voice of strong and 

wronged women everywhere, those whom others have at tempted to 

silence but who have refused to go down without a fight.  

 

Considering the Jungian perspective of Lilith as Shadow, one very 

interesting example of her appearance is the astrological: in the form of 

the Black Moon. According to the website, www.astro.com  , the Black 

Moon occurs because an ellipse has 2 focal points (whereas as true 

circle has just one). In the passage along the Moonõs ellipse, it is the 

Earth that occupies one focal point. The other focal point is named the 

Black Moon or Lilith. I t occupies the place around which the Moon is the 

farthest point from Earth, reaching out towards the Sun.  

 

If taken into consideration in a chart, the Black Moon Lilith represents 

the furthest reaches of our Unconscious selves. The Moon itself 

represents the Unconscious so the Black Moon must represent that 

which is truly buried deep. Interestingly, there is a sense that it from 

this place, if explored and embraced, that we can move towards our 

greatest alignment with Spirit. This is reflected astrological ly in that it 

is when the Moon is traveling in the domain of the Black Moon focal 

point that it is indeed closest to the Sun, the symbol of enlightenment, 

empowerment, vitality and true expression of Self.  

 

One of the most beautiful contemporary illustrati ons of the positive 

reclaiming of Lilithõs empowering energy comes in the form of the Lilith 

Fair Concert Tours of the late 1990's. Started by Sarah MacLachlan in 

response to frustration over concert promotersõ belief that having 2 

female acts in a row at an event spelt death to ticket sales, the 3 Lilith 

Fairs (that consisted solely of female music acts) raised over $10 million 

for womenõs charities and in 1997 was the top grossing summer concert 

tour of the year. The Lilith Fair is returning in 2010, arri ving in Toronto 

on July 24!  

Lilith has truly spent many thousands of years traveling the dark path 

of rejection and castigation, being hated, feared and maligned. Through 

all the stories, she has held a power to tell the truth as she sees it, to 

embrace sexuality in a form that appeals to her and to refuse to bow to 

an authority that tries to rule her. Lilith can certainly be feared. As the 

one who has the ability to lead us to see that which is buried deep in our 

Unconscious - our animal natures, our unbr idled sexuality and passion, 

our rejected selves - the path she leads us on can be truly unnerving. 

And yet, like the snake she embraces (or embodies), she can lead us to 

the cave that will act as the womb to our transformation.  Significantly, 

she has wings symbolizing our ability to take flight and soar. My favorite 

vision of Lilith is the story in which she goes back to the Garden of 

Eden and holds her hand out to Eve. The Garden of Eden is truly lovely, 

but it is walled. Lilith offers the opportunity to  move past our 

restrictions and limitations. She offers the possibility of resolution 

between our human and spirit selves, our Light and our Shadow.

The Foolõs Journey:  

The Psychology of the Major Arcana  

A monthly column journeying through each of the cards of the 
Major Arcana, one by one in order to explore the themes, symbols 
and messages of each of these significant Archetypes.  
 

THE MAGICIAN  

 

The first few figures The Fool meets along his journey introduce 

him to potential role models. I like to see them in the light of 

Spiritual and Earthly Mothers and Fathers, teaching the ways of 

the energetic and natural realms. Each one offers a slightly 

different flavour to interacting with the world and the 4 together 

create a perfect balance.  

 

The first of the 4 is The Magician. Card 1. The Spiritual Father. 

Wonderfully, he is traditionally positioned intimately connected 

with the natural world. He is su rrounded by Nature  with flowers 

around him. Though he is knowledgeable about higher energies, he 

understands that they are really only relevant and powerful when 

applied to the world in which we find ourselves . This message is 

highlighted in two ways. In f ront of the Magician stand s a table on 

which the symbols of the four suits are placed: a pentacle/coin, a 

cup/chalice, a sword and a staff. Mastery over the four elements is 

key to the Magician. He works with the four elements. He knows 

the subtle variatio ns in their energies and how it is necessary for 

them to interact in order to achieve balance. Every Magician has 

tools and these are his. But he also has another  tool. One which he 

holds in his  hand: the wand, the tool of transformation.  He stands 

with h is wand arm raised towards to skies and his other hand 

pointed towards the ground. The hermetic axiom of òas above, so 

belowó is enacted here, grounding the subtle energies into 

something that can be manifested on earth. It is the wand as a tool 

of focusin g, directing and amplifying energies that enabled the 

Magician to accomplish this. The wand is the tool of Spirit.  

 

Above the Magicianõs head is the lemniscate, the symbol of infinity . 

A powerful symbol rarely used in the Tarot, its presence is 

significant . The lemniscates represents the limitless nature of 

energy. It is these energies the Magician is tapping into.  

 

The Magician opens the door to the transformative power of 

Alchemy. His message òas above, so belowó teaches The Fool that in 

order to truly em brace the power of spiritual energies, one must 

know how to manifest them on earth. The ability to do so rests on 

knowing the guiding principles or òLaws of the Universeó and the 

interconnection between all things. The Magician carries knowledge 

of the cor respondences between elements and has worked hard to 

achieve that mastery. This is underlined in his naming in certain 

decks as òThe Mageó which translates as òthe Wise Oneó. Being a 

Magician is not abou t performing a slight of hand. I t is about having 

int imate knowledge of how subtle energies work and being able to 

work on those subtle levels in order to activate change in the 

tangible, manifest world. As the famous saying goes òMagic is the 

art of changing consciousness at willó. It is that Art in which the 

Magician engages and teaches. 

 

But there is, as with all things, a Shadow side to the Magician: the 

Charlatan or Illusionist. One who manipulates our ways of seeing in  

 

 

 

 

order to present an image that baffles the mind rather than 

expanding it. He is the o ne who pulls us deeper into the veils of 

illusion, knowing that what we think we see is not real at all. This 

can be a wonderful, enjoyable ex perience to encounter  in the realm 

of entertainment,  but it should not be confused with  enlightenment. 

As a teachi ng tool the Tarot seeks to open us to the highest truths, 

not veil them. When one is weaving tight the cloak of Persona, 

creating an illusion of Self for  others to believe as  real, we have 

enacted the Shadow Magician.   

 

 

As Spiritual Father the polarity em bodied by the Magician is 

masculine. The energy is active, conscious and rational. (We will see 

how this differs from the Spiritual Mother: The High Priestess). It 

is Spirit in Action. It is Personal Power: the power to activate 

change in our lives by acce ssing the highest levels of the subtle 

world and doing what must be done to bring that into our lives. The 

Magician does not call us to be passive and receptive, but to act.  

 

Another familiar face of the Magician is that of the Wizard (think 

Gandalf). The Wizard, as with the Mage, is extremely knowledgable 

on the workings of all things and has the power to transform. But, 

the Wizard must be direc ted by  serving as a bridge between the 

material and the spiritual worlds. If instead it is Ego and a need to 

elevate or bolster ourselves that is at the core of the work, a  

deeper Shadow of the Magician can be activated . When we seek to 

illuminate the presence of Spirit in all we do (lifting the veils of 

illusion), we have enacted the Magician. When we seek to infl ate 

ourselves as the be all and end all (creating the veils of illusion), we 

have enacted the Shadow Magician.  

 

Encountering The Magician , we are encouraged to ask: Am I 

contributing to clarity or illusion?  How am I facilitating reflections 

of higher energies in the natural world? Do I work with awareness 

of interconnections? In what ways can I transform my reality?
